 Complete Payroll Processing Inc. (Third party Sender), with its principal place of business at 7488 State Route 39, Perry NY (Hereinafter called the Third Party Sender/Service Provider).

A) Whereas, the Originator wishes to initiate credit and debit entries by means of the Automated Clearing House (ACH) Network pursuant to the terms and conditions of this agreement, and the rules of the National Automated Clearing House Association (NACHA), and the Third Party Sender/Service Provider is willing to act as an Third Party Sender/Service Provider with respect to such entries.

B) Unless otherwise defined herein, capitalized terms shall have the meanings provided in the NACHA Rules. The term “entry” shall have the meaning provided in the rules, and shall also mean the data received from The Originator hereunder from which the Third Party Sender/Service Provider processes such an entry.
Prerequisites: 


The Originator has authorized the Third Party Sender to transmit and credit/debit an amount of one or more entries to a receivers account, assuming:

A) The Originator agrees to be bound by the NACHA Rules and, The Originator represents and warrants that they have agreed to assume the responsibilities of an Originator under the Rules of the NACHA. The Originator also may not initiate entries that violate the laws of the United States, or the State of New York. 

B) If the Originator using a Third Party Sender/Service Provider fails to perform its obligations as an originator under the NACHA Rules, neither the Originating Depository Financial Institution, nor the Third Party Sender/Service Provider is to be held responsible. The Originator indemnifies the ODFI and the Third Party Sender/Service Provider from any responsibility by authorizing this agreement. The Originator releases the ODFI and the Third Party Sender/Service Provider from any and all claims, demands, losses, liability, or expenses that result directly, or indirectly from the Originators failure to perform its obligations as an Originator under the NACHA Rules.

Payment by Third Party Sender/Service Provider for Entries; Payment by ODFI for Entries:


The Originator shall pay the Third Party Sender/Service Provider the amount of each credit entry transmitted by the ODFI pursuant to this agreement  prior to the settlement date or the entry.


The Originator shall promptly pay the Third Party Sender/Service Provider the amount of each debit entry returned by an RDFI that was transmitted by the ODFI pursuant to this agreement.


The Originator shall pay Third Party Sender/Service Provider the amount of each debit entry transmitted by a financial institution pursuant to this agreement 2 days prior the settlement date. 


The Originator shall promptly pay the Third Party Sender/Service Provider the amount of each credit entry returned by an RDFI that was transmitted by a Financial Institution pursuant to this agreement. 


The Originator understands that any funds on hand at Third Party Sender/service Provider may be used to offset any rejections resulting from insufficient funds by Originator.  Furthermore Third Party Sender/Service Provider reserves the right to debit any direct deposits to offset any rejections resulting from insufficient funds.

Termination:


The Originator may terminate this agreement at any time. Such termination shall be effective on the following day of the Third Party Sender/Service Provider’s receipt of written notice of such termination or such later date as is specified in that notice. The Third Party Sender/Service Provider reserves the right to terminate this agreement immediately upon providing written notice of such termination to the Originator. Any termination of this agreement shall not affect any of the Third Party Sender/Service Provider’s rights and/or the Originator’s obligations with respect to entries initiated prior to such termination, or the payment obligations of the Originator with respect to services performed by the Third Party Sender prior to termination, or any other obligations that survive termination of this agreement.

Entire Agreement: 


This agreement together with the Account Agreement is the complete and exclusive statement of the agreement between the Originator and the Third Party Sender/Service Provider with respect to the subject matter hereof and supersedes any prior agreements between the Originator and the Third Party Sender/Service Provider, with respect to subject matter. In the event of any inconsistency between the terms of this Agreement and the Account Agreement, the terms of this Agreement shall govern.
Governing Law:


This agreement shall be construed in accordance with and governed by the laws of the State of New York.
